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We, Historians Against the War, call for rigorous and vigorous defense of the Constitution and the Bill of Rights.  We demand an immediate halt to illegal searches and seizures, and full restoration of the guarantees of due process.  We call upon the Supreme Court to exercise its historical authority, overturn unconstitutional laws, and empower our judges to end the tyrannical abuses of power by the Bush Administration.  We demand congressional investigations of racial profiling, assaults on freedom of religion, graft, war profiteering, and corruption at the highest levels of government.  

We call for creation of an international provisional administration in Iraq, an immediate transfer of power from the occupation forces, expeditious withdrawal of US troops, and international action to guarantee democratic political and administrative control of Iraq by the peoples of Iraq. 

Finally, we oppose any future exercise of unilateral, preemptive war by the United States or any other nation, and call for multilateral resolution of outstanding conflicts.  We stand opposed to empire in all of its forms.
